Examples of community agencies include but are not limited to the VNA, 
Fulfill, Monmouth County Division of Social Services (MCDSS), Child Care Resources, a religious 
organization, school, or childcare program.

The CDA program at Child Care Resources offers a cost effective, virtual learning approach on a 
user-friendly online platform.

This 
approach allows for online learning to take place on your own time, while the coaching sessions 
keep you on track to complete your portfolio and obtain your CDA in a year’s time!

These events are focus on children 
2 months to 5.5 years old and are comprised of various activity stations in which children 
can engage in developmentally appropriate play while their parents are encouraged to 
complete a valid and reliable developmental questionnaire to pinpoint their child’s 
developmental progress (ASQ-3) 

On the surface, children are just playing, but this play encourages learning. 
Parents are encouraged to participate with their child. Many parents appreciate the 
simplicity of this activity and can visualize how to recreate these learning stations at 
home using everyday items and toys such as books, balls, and blocks. 
 

Parents are invited to come play with their child and learn how games and 
activities stimulate their child’s development. Skill-building activities in stations focus on: 
Communication and language, Cognition and problem solving, Gross and fine motor

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New Jersey’s Quality Rating Improvement System

Grow NJ Kids is New Jersey’s Quality Rating and Improvement System. It was created to
provide a universal standard of quality for all early care and education programs (Head Start, 
Child Care, Family Child Care, Public Schools, etc.) throughout New Jersey. The goal is to create 
a system that encourages ongoing enhancement for a safe, healthy, and high-quality child care 
experience.

Grow NJ Kids gives child care and early learning programs resources to assess and enhance the 
quality of care they are providing for New Jersey’s young children. This initiative also focuses on 
educating parents with information that allows them to evaluate the quality of programs and 
make the best choices for their child.

Enrollment tells parents that your program is committed to quality improvement!
Participants enrolled in Grow NJ Kids have exclusive access to free training for staff. Participants 
also receive free, on-site/ virtual quality improvement technical assistance visits, access to
information on the most current evidence- based practices, a clear roadmap for improving 
quality, and an assessment tool to review their program.

Required Trainings

The Child Care Development Block Grant
Meeting the basic health and safety needs of all children sets the stage for positive child 
outcomes. The Child Care Development Block Grant (CCDBG) is the primary federal grant 
program that provides child care assistance for families and funds child care quality initiatives. In 
November 2014, Congress passed bipartisan legislation to promote the safety of children in child care 
(P.L. 113 - 186). These baseline safety and quality measures are to improve the quality of all early care 
and education programs.

To meet these requirements, the State of New Jersey has issued the following provisions that must be 
met by all child care programs that receive child care subsidy funds. This includes all child care centers, 
Family Child Care providers, and Summer Camps which receive child care subsidy funds.

All staff working in center-based programs must complete training to meet the CCDBG 
authorization requirements under the Federal Child Care Development Block Grant (CCDBG) 
Reauthorization Act of 2014 to increase the health and safety requirements for all child care and early 
learning programs that accept child care subsidies.

Health and Safety I, II, III
This training is designed to give New Jersey’s early 
care and education professionals access to important 
health and safety information and resources. This 
training provides an overview of nine of the required 
health and safety topics plus basic child development 
information for the Child Care and Development 
Block Grant (CCDBG). This training provides 
information and resources that can be used in work 
with infants, toddlers, preschoolers, or school-age 
children. Participants will access important health 
and safety information and resources, view and reflect 
upon videos, engage in interactive activities, complete 
quick knowledge checks, and make plans to apply 
what they have learned in the classroom. This training 
is delivered over the course of three sessions, three 
hours each session. All three consecutive sessions are 
required in order to receive credit.

Child Care Resources offers all CCDBG trainings live, virtually via Zoom. To locate the live training, log 
into your NJCCIS account – click Registry – click Find Professional and Development Trainings and you 
can search by event id#, county, training agency, title or date. If a consecutive session is missed the 
entire training must be taken over. CRP/ FA trainings are offered in a blended format. 

NJCCIS also offers CCDBG trainings in a pre-recorded format (not including CPR/FA). The pre-recorded 
format is self-paced and must be completed within a two week period. To locate the pre-recorded 
session, log into your NJCCIS account – click on Registry – then under CCDBG required trainings, click 
on Health & Safety Basics.

If you would like to learn more or have any questions, please do not hesitate to reach out to our office. 
If you would like to register for any of the above mentioned CCDBG trainings, please visit NJCCIS.com.
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First Aid/CPR/AED
Child Care Resources is happy to offer an in-person CPR/ First Aid experience. Our Heartsaver First Aid 
CPR AED is geared towards individuals with minimal or no medical training who require a course
completion card for their work as a child care provider, or for any other individuals wanting to be
prepared for an emergency in any setting. Upon successful completion of the course students receive a 
course completion card valid for two years. Please contact your employer to ensure that you are
selecting the correct course. This class can also be taken to renew your certification. Instructor-led, 
hands-on class format reinforces skills proficiency. This course is a video-based, instructor-led course that 
teaches students critical skills needed to respond to and manage an emergency until emergency
medical services arrives. This course uses AHA’s research-proven practice-while-watching technique, 
which allows instructors to observe the students, provide feedback, and guide students’ learning of skills.
